Skills Inventory 
 
Introduction: 
In this culminating activity, you will take inventory of the skills that you are developing and relate them to your Co-op 
experience and your future aspirations. Business, industry and careers are changing at a rate faster than ever before. 
There is a real chance you could end up working in a job that does not even exist yet!
